1. Qualification period  

 

Start:  1 January 2019 

End:  Nominated Entries (TBA) 

 

2. Qualification criteria 
 

To be applied in conjunction with Art. 913 and 914.1-6 of the FEI Driving Rules. 

 

Drivers: 

 

Open to athletes who meet the following criteria and obtained the 3* status. 

 

The Athlete must obtain the 3* Status as per art. 913.2, prior to obtaining the following 

qualifying results: 

  

3* Drivers must achieve a score of 65 points or less in the Dressage test 3*B HP1 and have 

successfully completed (without Elimination, Disqualification or Retirement) all three 

competitions (Dressage, Cones, Marathon) in their own class, at two (2) different 

International combined driving events.  

 

One of the qualifying result as defined above must be achieved no earlier than on the 1st 

January of the year in which the Championships take place and no later than the end date 

of the qualification period.  

 

As per Art 914.2, Qualification results can be obtained at CAIO4*, CAI3* and CAI2* (see 

Article 913) – for Single Horses. 

 

Dressage 3*B HP1 will be run at the Championships. 

 

 

The FEI allows all participating National Federations to select the Athletes that will compete 

during the Championship.  

 

The Athletes are required to possess the 2* Status or higher to compete at the 

Championship.
